The 131st Maine Legislature will begin its first regular session on this Wednesday,
December 7, 2022 where members of both chambers will be sworn in for duty.
Governor Janet Mills will remain Maine’s top leader, defeating Paul LePage, 55% to
43%. As many of you know, every two years the Legislature is essentially turned
over as “new”. During “long session” as it is commonly called for the first

session, Legislators will also work and pass a budget. This year, we can expect a
narrower budget due to significant reduction in federally funded dollars coming in from Pandemic relief efforts.

Maine’s Political Makeup:

With the 2022 elections behind us, the makeup of the Maine
Legislature is similar to that of the 130th. Democrats will hold

onto the majority in both chambers.
